CASE STUDIES
Below are two case studies of Calypso working in primary schools in the Maidstone area.

Case Study 1:

In 2023, Calypso were invited to coach at a 
primary school in Maidstone. The format was 
for x2 PE lessons with year 4 students, before 
an after-school club for years 5 and 6 
students. 

The sessions proved to be very popular with 
the students, with over 20 players attending 
the after-school club, as well as many 
younger students encouraged to take up the 
game outside of school.

Case Study 2:

Calypso have also been coaching an 
after-school club in a Maidstone primary 
school since 2021.

Over the course of the three years of 
coaching there, many boys and girls have 
enjoyed the sessions and have gone on to 
join their local team’s junior section to 
continue their enjoyment and learning of 
Cricket.
